a. This section applies to Annual General Meetings and Extraordinary
General Meetings.

b. The Managing Committee will decide on the date, time and venue of all
general meetings

c. A member of the Vespa Club of Britain will chair the General Meeting.
The chairperson will be agreed by majority vote of all Managing
Committee members present at the general meeting.

d. Any member of Vespa Club of Britain is entitled to attend the General
Meeting.  When requested, members must show identification to gain
entry.

e. Decisions at the General Meeting will be by show of hands unless a
secret ballot is requested. All members present are entitled to one vote.
In the case of equal votes the chairperson makes the decision.

f. All proposals must be sent to any member of the Managing Committee to
arrive at least twenty-eight days before the published date of the general
meeting.

g. The agenda for all general meetings must be sent to each member at
least fourteen days before the general meeting.

h. A summary of the key points, including all decisions and actions, of the
general meeting must be published in the first available club magazine
after the meeting.

i. Any decisions taken at General Meetings will be discussed at the first
Managing Committee meeting after the general meeting.

j. A plan of how to implement all of the decisions taken at the general
meeting must be published in the first available club magazine after the
following Managing Committee meeting.

a. The Managing Committee can change these rules at any time by
publishing a draft for consultation to all members, allowing at least 21
days for comments before the new rules come into effect.

a. This set of Vespa Club of Britain rules replaces all previous versions of
the rules and takes effect from 1st June 2007.

b. All members of Vespa Club of Britain must abide by these rules at all
times.

12. Complaints
a. Any member is entitled to complain about anything over which the Vespa

Club of Britain has control to any member of the Managing Committee in
writing.

b. The Managing Committee will determine any action needed and notify
the complainant of their decision.

a. Except as expressly authorised, neither the Committee nor any of its
Members shall have the power to contract on behalf of or pledge the
credit of the Vespa Club of Britain.

It is a matter for each
individual to satisfy themselves as to the suitably of any course, facility,
advice or product (including machinery and clothing) offered by clubs,
venues, landowners, advertisers or manufacturers and for such
individuals to ensure that adequate insurance and medical arrangements
have been made to protect their interest with regard to any activity
undertaken.

The current permit
procedure should be followed and is available from the Sports Controller.

ii. Maintain detailed records of all financial transactions undertaken by

iii. Produce a summary of the income and expenditure for the current

financial year and the current balance of all Vespa Club of Britain
accounts for each Managing Committee meeting

iv. Produce a summary of the income and expenditure by agreed
categories for the current financial year and the current balance of all

v. Present the detailed records and summary to the appointed examiner.

d. An Examiner should be appointed at each AGM to examine the financial
records of the previous financial year. The appointment will be by majority
vote of the members present at the AGM.  In the event that no examiner
is appointed at the AGM the managing committee will appoint an
examiner.

e. The treasurer, examiner or their delegated representative must present
the audited accounts at the next Annual General Meeting.

a. An Annual General Meeting will be held each year.

a. Other general meetings can be requested by any member at any time by
writing to any member of the Managing Committee.

c. The Managing Committee can appoint people to do specific jobs on their
behalf. These people will not be part of the Managing Committee.

d. Members of the Managing Committee must declare if they are also an
official of any other organisation that the Vespa Club of Britain deals with
and, to avoid conflict of interest, refrain from voting on any issues
affecting the relationship between the two organisations.

e. The Managing Committee should meet every two months including a
meeting within 14 days of the Annual General Meeting.

f. All decisions taken by the Managing Committee will be by majority vote.
All Managing Committee members present will be eligible for one vote.
In the case of equal votes, the chairperson will have the deciding vote.

g. Any Managing Committee member can call a Managing Committee
meeting by notifying all other Managing Committee members of the date,
time and venue of the meeting. At least fourteen days notice of the
meeting must be given.

h. A member of the Managing Committee will chair the Managing
Committee meetings. The chairperson will be agreed by majority vote of
all present Managing Committee members.

i. A Managing Committee meeting can only take place if at least half of the
total number of current Managing Committee members are present for
each decision.

j. An agenda for all Managing Committee meetings must be sent to all
Managing Committee members at least seven days before the meeting
takes place.

k. All decisions taken at Managing Committee meetings and any agreed
actions must be published in the first available Vespa Club of Britain club
magazine following the meeting.

l. The dates of all Managing Committee meetings must be published in the
club magazine.

m. Any member of the Vespa Club of Britain is entitled to attend the
Managing Committee meetings.

n. Any Managing Committee member wishing to resign must write to the
President or General Secretary stating the effective date of the
resignation or advise those members present at the Annual General
Meeting.

7. Accounts
